WITH THE EXISTING CONDITIONS AND SCOPE OF WORK. ALL COSTS SUBMITTED SHALL BE BASED ON THOROUGH KNOWLEDGE OF ALL WORK AND MATERIALS
REQUIRED. ANY DISCREPANCY AND/OR UNCERTAINTY AS TO WHAT MATERIAL OR PRODUCT IS TO BE USED, SHALL BE VERIFIED WITH THE OWNER OR ARCHITECT.

2. ALL SITE WORK AND LANDSCAPING SHALL BE ESTABLISHED AND DESIGNED BY OTHERS (THAN THE ARCHITECT).

3. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL BE SOLELY RESPONSIBLE FOR CONSTRUCTION MEANS, METHODS, TECHNIQUES, SEQUENCES AND PROCEDURES REQUIRED FOR SAFE
EXECUTION AND COMPLETION OF WORK, AND FOR INITIATING, MAINTAINING AND SUPERVISING ALL SAFETY PRECAUTIONS AND PROGRAMS IN CONNECTION WITH
THE WORK.

4. ALL DIMENSIONS SHALL BE VERIFIED AT SITE AND ANY DISCREPANCIES SHALL BE REPORTED BY THE CONTRACTOR TO THE ARCHITECT PRIOR TO ORDERING
MATERIALS AND PROCEEDING WITH THE WORK. ANY OMISSIONS OR INCONSISTANCIES ON THESE DRAWINGS OR ANY VARIATIONS OR AMBIGUITIES BETWEEN THESE
DRAWINGS AND ACTUAL SITE AND CONSTRUCTION CONDITIONS AND/OR REQUIREMENTS SHALL BE BROUGHT TO THE ATTENTION OF THE ARCHITECT IN WRITING AND
RESOLVED AND DOCUMENTED IN WRITING BEFORE CONTINUING WITH THE WORK IN QUESTION.

5. IN THE EVENT A DISCREPANCY IS FOUND IN THE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS, THE OWNER & ARCHITECT SHALL BE NOTIFIED IMMEDIATELY.

6. CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY ALL DIMENSIONS IN THE FIELD AND NOTIFY THE ARCHITECT OF ANY DISCREPANCIES PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION.

7. CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY ALL MEASUREMENTS AT SITE AND BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ACCURACY AND CORRECTNESS OF SAME.

8. CONTRACTOR SHALL COORDINATE HIS WORK WITH ALL OTHER TRADES. NOTIFY OWNER & ARCHITECT OF ANY DISCREPANCIES PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION.

9. ALL WORK AND EQUIPMENT TO BE FULLY GUARANTEED FOR ONE (1) YEAR FROM THE DATE OF CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY AND ACCEPTANCE FROM ALL
SUBCONTRACTORS AND MATERIAL SUPPLIERS. (U..NO.)

10. STORE MATERIALS IN SPACES AGREED TO WITH BY OWNER.

11. REMOVE RUBBISH FROM PREMISES AS OFTEN AS NECESSARY OR AS DIRECTED.

12. ALL WORK AND EQUIPMENT SHALL BE CLEANED TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE OWNER BEFORE TURNING SAME OVER TO OWNER.

13. SHOP DRAWINGS SHALL BE SUBMITTED TO THE ARCHITECT AND/OR OWNER FOR APPROVAL PRIOR TO ORDERING AND INSTALLATION FOR ANY EQUIPMENT.

14. THE GENERAL BUILDING PERMIT(S) SHALL BE OBTAINED AND PAID FOR BY THE OWNER. IMPACT FEES SHALL ALSO BE PAID FOR BY THE OWNER. THE
CONTRACTOR SHALL SECURE THE GENERAL BUILDING PERMIT(S) FROM THE OWNER PRIOR TO CONSTRUCTION. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL OBTAIN AND PAY FOR ALL
OTHER PERMITS, CERTIFICATES AND APPROVALS REQUIRED IN CONNECTION WITH ALL WORK UNDER THESE CONTRACT DOCUMENTS. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL
COMPLY WITH ALL LAWS, ORDINANCES, RULES & REGULATIONS OF ALL AUTHORITIES HAVING JURISDICTION.

15. THERE SHALL BE NO DEVIATION FROM SPECIFICATIONS WITHOUT THE WRITTEN APPROVAL OF THE OWNER, ARCHITECT AND/OR ENGINEER.

16. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL EMPLOY, AS REQUIRED BY GOVERNING AUTHORITIES, AN APPROVED TESTING LABORATORY TO MAKE ALL TESTS FROM CONCRETE,
SOIL COMPACTION AND WELDING TO INSURE COMPLIANCE WITH PLANS, STANDARDS AND CODES. COST SHALL BE INCLUDED IN THE CONTRACT.

17. DRYWALL INSTALLATION SHALL BE IN CONFORMANCE WITH THE GYPSUM ASSOCIATION'S RECOMMENDED PRACTICES FOR THICKNESS, NAILING, TAPING AND
STUD SPACING.

18. ALL FRAMING TO BE IN CONFORMANCE WITH BUILDING CODE.

19. ALL LUMBER SHALL BE GRADE MARKED.

20. REFER TO ELEC. AND LANDSCAPE DRAWINGS FOR EXTERIOR BUILDING LIGHTING.

21. REFER TO LANDSCAPE DRAWINGS FOR LOCATION OF SIDEWALKS AND DETAILS.

22. REFER TO CIVIL AND LANDSCAPE DRAWINGS FOR SITE DETAILS.

23. REFER TO CIVIL DRAWINGS FOR DIMENSIONAL CONTROL PLAN AND GRADING.

24. REFER TO CIVIL DRAWINGS FOR FIRE HYDRANT LOCATIONS.

25. REFER TO ELEC. AND LANDSCAPE DRAWINGS FOR TRANSFORMER LOCATIONS (TO BE VERIFIED WITH LOCAL UTILITY SERVICE).

26. REFER TO CIVIL DRAWINGS FOR CURB CUTS.

27. ALL MATERIAL, FINISH AND COLOR SELECTIONS SHALL BE APPROVED BY THE OWNER PRIOR TO INSTALLATION.

28. THE CONTRACTOR(S) SHALL VERIFY THE SITE, LOCATION, OPENINGS AND CHARACTERISTICS OF ALL WORK AND EQUIPMENT TO BE FURNISHED BY THE OWNER
OR OTHERS WITH THE MANUFACTURER OR SUPPLIER BEFORE STARTING ANY CONSTRUCTION RELATED TO SAID WORK AND /OR EQUIPMENT.

29. ERRORS OR OMMISSIONS IN ANY SCHEDULE OR DRAWING, DO NOT RELIEVE THE CONTRACTOR(S) FROM EXECUTING WORK IN THE DRAWINGS OR DESCRIBED IN
THE SPECIFICATIONS.

30. VERIFY ALL SITE DIMENSIONS ON CIVIL DRAWINGS, CONDITIONS, EXISTING CONSTRUCTION GRADES AND UTILITIES ON PROJECT AND CONTRACT DOCUMENTS AT
PROJECT SITE PRIOR TO BEGINNING CONSTRUCTION. REPORT ANY DISCREPANCIES TO BE REPORTED TO OWNER AND ARCHITECT FOR CLARIFICATION.

31. ALL EXISTING WORK OR LANDSCAPING NOT SHOWN TO BE ALTERED OR REMOVED SHALL BE PROTECTED FROM DAMAGE DURING CONSTRUCTION. THE
CONTRACTOR(S) SHALL BEAR THE TOTAL EXPENSE FOR, AND SHALL REPAIR TO EXISTING CONDITIONS, AND DAMAGE TO EXISTING CONSTRUCTION, EQUIPMENT, OR
IMPROVEMENTS NOT INDICATED IN THE DRAWINGS OR SPECIFICATIONS TO RECEIVE ALTERATIONS, ADDITIONS OR REMOVAL.

32. THE CONTRACTOR(S) SHALL BEAR THE TOTAL EXPENSE FOR, AND SHALL REPAIR TO EXISTING CONDITION, ANY DAMAGE TO EXISTING UNDERGROUND UTILITIES,
PIPING, CONDUIT OR EQUIPMENT.

33. ALL MATERIALS SHALL BE NEW AND SHALL BE INSTALLED IN STRICT CONFORMANCE WITH MANUFACTURER'S INSTRUCTIONS AND/OR RECOMMENDATIONS,
UNLESS INDICATED OTHERWISE IN THE DRAWINGS.

34. ALL EXTERIOR EXPOSED WORK SHALL BE INSTALLED IN A WEATHERTIGHT MANNER; CAULK AND PROVIDE WEATHER BARRIER MATERIALS AS REQUIRED FOR
THE WEATHERTIGHT CONDITIONS. ALL OCCUPIED SPACES SHALL RECEIVE AN INSULATION AND VAPOR BARRIER THAT IS CONTINUOUS AT WALL, CEILING, AND FLOOR
SURFACES EXPOSED TO NON-TEMPERED AREAS.

35. FIRESTOPPING SHALL BE PROVIDED TO FORM EFFECTIVE FIRE BARRIERS BETWEEN STORIES AND BETWEEN A STORY AND ROOF SPACE. WHERE FIRESTOPS

36. STRUCTURAL AND FIRE RESISTIVE INTEGRITY IS TO BE MAINTAINED AT PENETRATIONS FOR ELECTRICAL, MECHANICAL, PLUMBING, CONDUITS, ACCORDANCE
WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF GOVERNING CODES AND AUTHORITIES.

37. ALL EXISTING TREES, AS NOTED ON CIVIL & LANDSCAPE PLANS, SHALL BE PROTECTED FROM DAMAGE DURING CONSTRUCTION BY BOXING OR OTHER OWNER
APPROVED MEANS.

38. PROVIDE GALVANIZED METAL ANCHOR FOR WOOD POSTS BEARING ON CONCRETE SLABS, UNLESS NOTED OTHERWISE.

1. NO FRAMING AT ANY TIME IS TO BE CONCEALED PRIOR TO INSPECTIONS BY GOVERNING AUTHORITIES.

2. ALL STUD WALLS ARE DIMENSIONED 3-1/2", 5-1/2" OR 7-1/4" U.N.O.

3. ALL UNIT DEMISING WALLS ARE DIMENSIONED 8" (3-1/2" + 1" + 3-1/2") UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED.

4. ALL PLUMBING WALLS SHALL BE FRAMED WITH 2x6 OR 2x8 STUDS (U.N.O.). REMAINING INTERIOR STUD WALLS SHALL BE FRAMED WITH 2x4 STUDS UNLESS
NOTED OTHERWISE ON UNIT PLANS.

5. REFER TO ARCHITECTURAL UNIT PLANS FOR LOCATION OF 2 x 6 WALLS. REFER TO STRUCTURAL DRAWINGS FOR UNUSUAL OR SPECIAL FRAMING CONDITIONS.

6. ALL PATIOS AND BALCONIES TO BE SLOPED MIN. 1/8" PER 1'-0" IN DIRECTION INDICATED OR TO EXTERIOR.

7. ROOFING SHALL BE CLASS - C  OR BETTER, INSTALL PER MANUFACTURER'S RECOMMENDATIONS.

8. ALL WOOD SILLS IN CONTACT WITH CONCRETE TO BE PRESSURE TREATED AND HAVE A CONTINUOUS SILL SEALER.  PROVIDE TERMITE SHIELDS AT CONCEALED
UNDER FLOOR SPACES.

9. ALL HANDICAPPED RAMPS SHALL BE BROOM FINISHED PERPENDICULAR TO SLOPE.  SLOPE RAMPS AT 1:12 (MAX.). DIRECTION OF TRAVEL, 2% MAY CROSS
SLOPE.

10. CABINET SUPPLIER TO FIELD MEASURE AREA OF WORK AFTER ROUGH FRAMING TO ASSURE AN EXACT FIT.  THE CABINETS SHALL MATCH PLANS (NOTIFY
ARCHITECT OF ANY DISCREPANCIES).

11. WATER-RESISTANT 1/2" GYPSUM GREEN BOARD SHALL BE INSTALLED IN BOTH TUB AND SHOWER SURROUNDS, UNLESS NOTED OTHERWISE.

12. MAXIMUM FLAME SPREAD RATING ON ALL INTERIOR FINISH MATERIALS SHALL NOT EXCEED 200.

13. ALL EXPOSED MATERIALS FOR BALCONIES, PATIOS, SOFFITS, OVERHANGS, ETC. TO BE APPROVED EXTERIOR GRADE.

14. FLASHING SHALL BE INSTALLED AROUND ALL WINDOW AND ROOF OPENINGS AND AT THE INTERSECTION OF CHIMNEYS, WOOD CONSTRUCTION AND FRAME
WALLS.  SEAL & MAKE WEATHER-TIGHT.

15. CAULK ALL EXTERIOR JOINTS AROUND WINDOWS AND DOOR FRAMES, BETWEEN WALL CAVITIES AND WINDOW OR DOOR FRAMES, BETWEEN WALL AND
FOUNDATION,  BETWEEN WALL AND ROOF, BETWEEN WALL AND PANELS AND ALL PENETRATIONS OR UTILITIES THROUGH WALLS AND ROOFS AND BETWEEN ALL
DISSIMILAR MATERIALS, UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED.

16. WIND BRACE WALLS PER STRUCTURAL DRAWINGS AND PER BUILDING-CODE.

17. WRAP ALL EXTERIOR BUILDING CORNERS WITH AN APPROVED BLDG. WRAP.  EXTEND BACK 18" EACH DIRECTION.

18. ALL DIMENSIONS ON PLANS ARE TO FACE OF WOOD FRAME, U.N.O.

19. ALL CAVITY OR CONCEALED SPACES SHALL BE DRAFT STOPPED & FIRE BLOCKED.

20. WATER SERVICE SHALL NOT BE PLACED IN CONCEALED SPACES OUTSIDE OF THE CONDITIONED BUILDING ENVELOPE.

21. ALL BALCONIES AND PATIO SUPPORTS VARY ACCORDING TO THE EXTERIOR ELEVATIONS. SEE ELEVATIONS FOR LOCATION AND SIZES.

22. FILL ALL CONTROL & EXPANSION JOINTS WITH TRAFFIC SEALANT

23. SEE STRUCTURAL FOR SHEAR WALL & NAILING PATTERN TABLE FOR GYP. BOARD WALLS

24. PENETRATIONS AND FIXTURES TO ALIGN VERTICALLY FROM FLOOR TO FLOOR

25. PROVIDE SUPPORT AND REINFORCEMENT TO ACCOMODATE WALL MOUNTED EQUIPMENT, INCLUDING SUPPORT OF FUTURE GRAB BARS IN ALL BATHROOMS
AS REQUIRED BY FAIRHOUSING ACT.

26. ALL INTERIOR GYPSUM BOARD "OUTSIDE" CORNERS SHALL HAVE CONTINUOUS METAL CORNER BEADS FLOOR TO CEILING.  ALL EXPOSED INTERIOR GYPSUM
BOARD EDGES SHALL HAVE METAL 'L' BEADS.

33. WHERE ELECTRICAL, MECHANICAL, AND/OR OTHER WALL MOUNTED DEVICES OCCUR AT THE SAME LOCATION BUT DIFFERENT HEIGHTS, THEY SHALL BE
CENTERED ABOVE EACH OTHER.

34. ALL CONCRETE WORK SHALL CONFORM TO ACI 301 "SPECIFICATIONS FOR STRUCTURAL CONCRETE FOR BUILDINGS"    AND THAT DESIGN IS BASED ON ACI 318
"BUILDING CODE REQUIREMENTS FOR REINFORCED CONCRETE" AND ACI 318.1.    CONCRETE TEST REPORTS WILL BE AVAILABLE ON JOB SITE IN CONSTRUCTION
TRAILER PER    CONTRACTOR CONSTRUCTION CODE, SECTION 104.

35. COORDINATE LOCATION AND/OR ELEVATIONS OF FLOOR DRAINS, REGISTERS, GRILLES, LOUVERS, CONVECTORS, PANELS, ETC. WITH MECHANICAL AND
ELECTRICAL CONTRACTORS.

36. FIRE PROTECTION SYSTEM TO BE DESIGNED BY THE FIRE PROTECTION CONTRACTOR. PROVIDE COMPLETE DESIGN AND SHOP DRAWINGS  FOR THE FIRE
SPRINKLER SYSTEM AND PROVIDE FOR ALL STATE AND LOCAL SUBMITTALS/APPROVALS FOR SAID SYSTEM, ALL SPRINKLER PIPING SUBJECT TO FREEZING SHALL
BE DRY-TYPE SYSTEMS WHERE PERMITTED, AND HEAT-TRACE TAPED WHERE PROTECTION REQUIRED.

37. SIZE AND LOCATION OF ALL FLOOR OPENINGS TO BE VERIFIED WITH TRADE AFFECTED BEFORE WORK. PATCH AND SEAL ALL PENETRATIONS IN FLOOR TO
COMPLY WITH APPLICABLE BUILDING AND/ OR FIRE CODES.

38. PROVIDE ACCESS PANELS AS MANDATED BY THE COORDINATION REQUIREMENTS.

39. COORDINATE LOCATION, CONSTRUCTION, AND DETAIL OF LOAD BEARING WALLS BEFORE WORK.

40. WHILE BUILDING IS UNDER CONSTRUCTION, OPERATING FEATURES SHALL COMPLY WITH NFPA 101.

41. IT IS THE CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY TO PAINT ALL SURFACES WHICH REQUIRE PROTECTION FROM THE ELEMENTS WITH THE APPROPRIATE PAINT
INCLUDING NECESSARY PRIMER COATS AND BACK PRIMING WHERE NECESSARY.

42. CONTRACTOR TO PROVIDE AND INSTALL ALL NECESSARY FLASHING INCLUDING (BUT NOT LIMITED TO) THROUGH FLASHING, STEP FLASHING, COUNTER
FLASHING, CAP FLASHING, BASE FLASHING, AND FLEXIBLE FLASHING WHERE NECESSARY TO ENSURE A WATER TIGHT BUILDING. PROTECT MATERIALS WHICH
ARE SENSITIVE TO DETERIORATION AND PROVIDE TRANSITIONS AT DISSIMILAR MATERIALS.

43. CONTRACTOR TO SEAL WITH THE APPROPRIATE TYPE OF SEALANT AT ALL LOCATIONS NECESSARY TO PREVENT PENETRATION OF MOISTURE AT TRANSITIONS
OF DISSIMILAR MATERIALS, UNLESS OTHERWISE NOTED.

44. CONTRACTOR TO PROVIDE AND INSTALL ALL LOCKING DEVICES, SECURITY DEVICES, AND GLASS IN ACCORDANCE WITH FEDERAL, STATE AND LOCAL LAWS,
REGULATIONS AND REQUIREMENTS.

45. CONTRACTOR TO MEET ALL REQUIREMENTS OF THE BUILDING CODE AND FEDERAL, STATE AND LOCAL LAWS, REGULATIONS, AND REQUIREMENTS, EVEN IF IT
REQUIRES LABOR AND/OR MATERIALS NOT INDICATED ON PLANS.

46. CONTRACTOR TO MAINTAIN THE REQUIRED PROTECTION OVER SHEAR WALLS AT ALL RATED WALLS AS APPROVED BY THE BUILDING OFFICIAL.

47. CONTRACTOR TO FIELD VERIFY ALL ROUGH OPENINGS.

48. GRAB BAR REINFORCEMENT TO BE PROVIDED AT ALL UNITS.

49. ALL WALLS ON LOWER LEVEL UNITS ADJACENT TO ELEC. METER BANKS SHALL BE CONSTRUCTED OF DOUBLE 2X4 STUDS. THE INNERMOST STUD WALL IS TO
ALLOW FOR CONDUIT ENTRANCE INTO THE BUILDING.
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
